Also bring a note pad, cards, coins, thumb tip, rope or what-
ever prop you think will be used. This is a “hands on” work-
shop not just TV watching. With a group helping, any trick can
be mastered after a few “replays”.

“But I don’t own a portable DVD player”. Don’t worry, if eve-
ryone who does own one participates, all can get a close view.
The idea is to help each other.
“Can | bring DVD’s without a player”? Sure, the more DVD’s
the better.

At this interactive workshop people can work together to learn
something new. The more DVDs that are brought, the larger
the selection of tricks to choose from. Cards, coins, mental-
ism, close up, parlor, walk around, stage or grand illusions, it
all depends on what you and your fellow members bring to
share. Join in and learn something new and interesting! This
workshop will only be successful with plenty of participa-
tion. Please before Wednesday search through DVDs, bring as
many as you like and remember to bring a DVD player.
